In groups of 3, you are to design and create a poster that highlights your assigned literary movement in British writing from 1625-1798.  Your poster should include:

· When the movement occurs

· The important writers of the movement

· The writers’ influences and who the writers influenced

· Important ideas, philosophies, and stylistic choices common to that movement

· Any other information that is relevant to understanding

Your poster must contain explanations of important ideas and include visuals to enhance the viewer’s understanding.  Any written information must be put in your own words, not simply copied from the Internet.   You must be able to fully explain the information on your poster.  Lack of understanding or plagiarized material (i.e. copy and pasted material from Internet) will negatively affect your grade.  One day of class will be devoted to research, but all other research must be done on your own.  Be ready to present your information on ____________________.
1. Read your assigned section on p. 413-417 and note any important data that should be included on your poster or expanded on through research

2. Research to expand your understanding of ideas related to your topic

3. With your group, design a poster that contains all the above information and enhances the viewer’s understanding of your subject

4. Make sure information is large enough to read from at least 5 feet away
5. All visuals must be large enough to be viewed from at least 5 feet away and have informative captions

6. Work together with your group to create your poster

7. Be ready to explain your poster and its ideas after a gallery walk

Gallery Walk

The posters will be displayed throughout the room and you will need to walk around and to view them.  As you view them, you will need to take notes on each poster and respond to the following:

1. What is the name of the movement or period?

2. When did it occur?

3. Who were the important figures?

4. What ideas, philosophies, and stylistic choices were common to the movement?

5. What other information did you learn?

6. What questions do you still have?

Each of the above questions must be addressed in your notes.  After the Gallery Walk, each group must address the questions posed by viewers so be prepared.
